Linda will try to arrange to pick up participants at the airport, if you arrive on Friday, September 27 at about the same time as a few others.

You are welcome to call Linda at home anytime to clarify conference accommodations and airport arrival.  You may leave her numbers for emergency English contact to find you while you are in Taiwan.

How to get to the Conference Site and Accommodations

The location for the conference is one of the major universities in Taiwan, National Taiwan Normal University (“Shih Fan Da Shueh” in Chinese).  It is located on Hoping East Road, 2 km from the center of the city (the Train Station).  The auditorium for the meeting is in close walking distance of the university guest rooms where the NNAF participants will stay.  Please go to check in at the accommodations when you arrive, as shown on the attached map.

After you arrive at CKS (Taipei) International Airport, it takes about 30 minutes to go through customs, and about 50 minutes for transportation to Taipei City.  As you exit customs and go into the arrival lounge, look to see if there is anyone waiting for you with a “10th NNAF” sign.  

If not, you can buy a phone card from vending machines in the arrival lounge for NT$100 (about US$3) and telephone Linda’s mobile (0928-899-931) or the TEPU office (02-2363-6419 from the airport). It is probably a good idea to change some of your own currency into about NT$2,000 or so for spending money, at one of the bank windows in the arrival lounge. The exchange rate is a standard rate; there is no black market.
If you are unable to contact us within an hour or so, you can take a shuttle bus to Taipei.  At one end of the arrival lounge (to your left when you come through customs), there are a number of bus company counters where you can buy a ticket.  The cost is about NT$140 to Taipei; most of the buses are going to various places in Taipei, and you should be able to get on a bus within 15 minutes.  You can go to the downtown Train Station, or to the Fushing-Chunghsiao Station of the metro system, or any of the hotels on the south or east side of the city.  From there it will only cost about NT$150 (US$5) to get to National Taiwan Normal University by taxi.

If you take a taxi direct from the airport, it costs about NT$1500 (US$45) according to the meter, and there is also a surcharge of NT$150 or so for the airport-authorized taxis.  For the most part Taipei is very safe, and people are very friendly in helping strangers, but occasionally taxis drivers do try cheat arriving passengers. You might first ask the driver to name the fare for driving to the university.  

The driver should be able to help you find the Chin Shiou Building (behind the Library) where you should register, from the map; it is in the campus on the north side of Hoping East Road, not the older campus on the south side.  There should be NNAF volunteers at the building to help you register and get your room. 

For September 27, no meals will be provided, but you will have no problem getting good inexpensive food from the stands and shops on Shih Da Road nearby.

If you have time to travel around the city on September 27, we may be able to get a volunteer to take you around, but it is also very easy to get on a bus or the metro system and go to the center of the city. (The bus fare is NT$15; you pay either when you get on, or when you get off, depending on the bus line and location; for long distance you must pay twice.)  From the university you can walk about fifteen minutes to the Kuting Metro Station on Roosevelt Road, or take many of the buses on Hoping East Road to the Train Station.  You might want to see the Chiang Kai-Shek Memorial (note the museum under the monument), the 2-28 Peace Park and 2-28 Museum commemorating the massacre of 1947, and the Presidential Office (left over from the Japanese period 1895-1945), all within the city center walking distance.  At night you might go to the Lungshan Temple (there is a metro stop there) and the night markets near there.

We are looking forward to seeing you!  You can expect to be busy at this meeting, but also have some fun!
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
